Call for Artists: Bus Shelter Art — Rotary Park

The Ellensburg Arts Commission invites artists to submit design concepts for a new bus shelter
installation at Rotary Park. Selected artwork will be reproduced on glass panels and should
reflect the natural character of the park, as well as its role as a shared community space in
Ellensburg.

One artist will be selected to develop a final design for the shelter’s glass panels.

Art Concept

Proposed artwork should reflect Rotary Park as a vibrant, family-friendly sports and recreational
destination. Designs are encouraged to capture the energy of play, outdoor activity, and
community connection—highlighting elements such as youth sports, open green space,
movement, and the ways families and residents gather, recreate, and engage in the park.

Project Details
e The bus shelter includes four panels, each approximately 25" x 44”.
o Designs will be combined into a single composition across the back wall, totaling
approximately 60" x 90”.
o Final artwork will be printed in full color on glass by a local contractor.
e The selected artist retains copyright of the artwork; however, the City of Ellensburg
reserves the right to use submitted images for promotional purposes.

The selected artist will receive a $500 stipend.
